INSTRUCTION TO BE FOLLOWED BEFORE EYE DONATION
1. Issuing of death certificate a must before eye donation

2. Cause of death should not be any of the communicable diseases or even suspected communicable
disease.

3. Death due to medicolegal causes: Eye donation can only be done after post-mortem and proper
written permission is attained from relevant authorities

4. Counselling of close relatives a must regarding the need of eye donation. Written consent of family
members a must before donation

5. Only persons from registered eye banks can collect eyes.

6. To prevent damage to tissue,keep eyes closed, keep a cold wet napkin over eyes, keep body of deceased
indoors and prevent any kind of insects from coming near the body.

EYE DONATION INFORMATION

1) How can | become an eye donor?
All one needs to do is have the desire for eye donation. You should write this in your will and also inform this to your near and dear

family members.

2) Is the eye donation done only after death?
Yes, eye donation is done only after one’s death. A consent from close relatives is the only requirement for making eye donation.

3) What is the status of eye donation in the country?
In India we have nearly 20 lakh persons blind because of diseases of cornea(Outer transparent part of the eye) of which many are
innocent children below 12 years age. We need 1,00,000 eyes, but in reality we get only40,000 eyes of which 30.000 are used for
transplantation.Your eye donation will be of immense help in reducing this shortfall.

4) Who can donate eyes? Is there any age limit for eye donation?
Anyone can donate eyes. For children below 18 years,permission of his/her guardian is a must for pledging their eyes.

5) Is eye donation approved by all religions?
Yes eye donation has approval from all religions and religious heads. In fact eye donation is considered as one of the holy act.

6) Is there any disfigurement of face after eye donation?
No, there is absolutely no disfigurement of face after eye donation.

7) Which part of the eye is used after eye donation?
Only the front transparent part of the eye, Cornea,is used for either treatment purpose or conducting research. One Cornea can be
used in more than one patient, by splitting it into various layers.

8) Are any other tests necessary at the time of eye donation?
Yes blood samples are collected from the donor’s body to test for infectious diseases like AIDS, Hepatitis, Syphillis etc. If any of these
report are positive, then the tissue collected cannot be used for transplantation or any other purpose.

9) What Precautions should the family members take after death and before eye donation?
Following precautions should be taken by the family members before eye donation. Do not keep the body outdoors. Be vigilant about not
letting any insects or pests near body. Keep towel wet in cold water on closed eyes. Avoid switching on fan but AC can be switched on
in the room where the body is kept. Inform all near and dear family members about eye donation before cremation.

10) How many hours after death is eye donation advisable?
Eye donation should be done within 6 hours after death. Hence the decision for eye donation should be taken as soon as possible

and the nearest eye bank should be informed about this.

11) Is eye donation possible when in medicolegal cases?
Yes even in medicolegal cases eye donation is possible, but only after post-mortem is over. Also written permission from all
concerned authorities is a must for eye donation.

12) Does the donor family have to pay for eye donation and does the donor family get any remuneration for eye donation?
The donor family does not have to pay charges for donating eyes. Also no remuneration is paid to donor family.
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
